Online content

We have been worried recently about some of the inappropriate language 

being used by a few young children. Unfortunately, this is something we 

do encounter from time to time, and we address it whenever it is reported 

to us. We have witnessed first hand how exposure to inappropriate digital 

content can affect children. Many are viewing material or playing games 

that are well above the recommended age, some of which contain violent 

themes. Young minds are still developing, and they are incredibly 

impressionable. The content they see online sometimes makes its way into 

the school environment, where they may try to act out what they’ve seen 

without fully grasping it. I kindly urge parents to please monitor and 

block their children's access to inappropriate games or videos, especially 

those that pop up frequently on platforms like YouTube Shorts. It’s also 

helpful to be aware that children may watch adults or older children 

playing these games, even briefly or from a distance. A guide for parents 

from North Wales police is attached.

We also occasionally see children bringing items from home to share with 

their friends. This can cause arguments and upset at school. I would 

appreciate your support in checking your child’s school bag and pockets 

before they come in to ensure they only have items they need for the 

school day.
